Dear friends 
 
I have been thinking how we as a parish family can better help 
our children engage with the weekly worship and, to that end, I 
propose to reduce the number of readings read out in church 
to two (the Gospel and one other) and introduce the reading of 
a childrenΩs Bible story to complement the Gospel reading. 
 
After the childrenΩs Bible story is read, children will be given a  
paper based activity to complete during the sermon, relating to 
the Bible story and Gospel. 
 
I believe adults will also find the story of spiritual interest.  
 
The weekly Lectionary readings will continue to be printed in 
the Pew Sheet for you to read later. 
 
The new format is due to commence on Sunday 7 May and will 
be reviewed after a few weeks.  
 
I have never done this before but I feel this change to the  
service will assist us all in our spiritual journeys.
